�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Leave blank if not applicable, eg an Initial IRT.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Enter the PRIMARY aircraft of the last or current Instrument Rating.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Enter the expiry date of the PRIMARY aircraft Instrument Rating.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��When the member holds a valid Instrument Rating on additional aircraft enter the aircraft designation and the date the Instrument Rating for that aircraft was completed.

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Enter N/A for active ICP’s and for flight tests that do not require exams.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��A Satisfactory With Debrief is a FAILED item as per B-GA 100.  It may be assessed as a pass if, in the opinion of the ICP, there are substantive reasons to do so.  These reasons could be, but are not limited to, the fact that the overall requirements for the IRT were met and the ICP believes that the error is unlikely to occur again.  ICP’s should be cautious however in assigning this grade as it should be a rare occurrence.  Finally, two or more Satisfactory with Debrief grades should normally result in the IRT being assessed as unsatisfactory thereby requiring a re-evaluation of the candidate’s performance.  If it is determined that this assessment is warranted then one of the Satisfactory with Debrief grades will have to be changed to Unsatisfactory.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Insert N/A if a Terminal Check was conducted.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Comments in this section should be kept to a minimum and generally there should be no comments beyond the statement that indicates the type of IRT (annual, endorsement, upgrade) the candidate flew and that it was satisfactory or unsatisfactory.  However, while flattering statements should be avoided, it is acceptable to comment on areas of the flight that, while not unsatisfactory, require improvement.  Items graded Satisfactory With Debrief must be commented on with the specific area of concern identified.  Finally, for IRT’s graded Unsat two comments, in addition to the the Unsat statement and identification of the failed item, must be made.  The first being a recommendation by the ICP of the training required by the candidate before they attempt another IRT and the second being an indication of when the re-ride should occur.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Enter name, rank and initials of the examining ICP.  Under no circumstances will anyone other than the examining ICP sign this block.

In all other situations the issuing authority will be the next higher authority in the normal chain of command.  It cannot be the same individual as the ICP unless the ICP is the actual CO.  Finally, you may also insert any comments from the Issuing Authority if desired.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Select for an initial instrument rating on type or if the candidates last instrument rating has lapsed.  An instrument rating that has been extended is not deemed to have elapsed if the IRT is conducted within the grace period.
